Nieuport -11 “Bebe”

Braced one-and-a half-wing plane of wooden construction with linen covering was created by chief designer of Nieuport firm Gustave Delage in
autumn 1915, Rotative 80-horse-power engine “Le Rhone9C" was mounted on the fighter. At the beginning of 1916 the first French squadrons,
armed with “Nieuport” were sent to west front, which became a catastrophe for German aviation. French pilots quickly gained their victories,
because "Nieuport” excelled in speed and maneuverability all enemy aircrafts.

In the middle of 1916 “Nieuport 11" was delivered to Russia. In addition, it was serially produced on Moscow Duks plant. Russian fighters
were different from imported ones. They had headrests behind cockpit and various machineguns. French “Nieuports™ were armed with
machine gun“Lewis”, which was above upper wing and fired outside propeller disk rotation. Russian fighters were equipped with machineguns
“Lewis”, as well as “Kolt”, also known as "Kolt with balls”, through their specific shape of fairing cartridge container and tanks for cartridge cases.

“Nieuport” had some indubitable advantages such as high maneuverability, stability and usability. However, the machinegun disposition
impeded aimed fire, and a pilot had to be a nimble acrobat when changed disk.

By “Nieuport 11" appearing on east front (summer 1916) the fighter went out of date and was inferior in speed (155 km per hour) to even
double German and Austrian reconnaissance aircrafts equipped with two machine guns: course synchronous and turret. In this case, the attack
from back hemisphere was a danger for attacker. However, Russian aces Alexander Alexandrovich Kozakov, Evgraf Nikolaevich Kruten,
Ivan Alexandrovich Orlov, Nikolay Konstantinovich Kokorin, Pavel Vasilievich Argeev and other pilots gained some victories on the fighters
of this type.
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
